Study of the Word :  

1.​ How did God show his glory to Moses, and how (in what kind of actual field) can we 
experience God's glory today? (Exodus 33 : 18 - 19, Exodus 34 : 6 - 7)   

2.​ How can Christians, who were transformed after meeting Jesus Christ, reveal God's 
glory to the people of the world? (Galatians 1 : 23 - 24)         

 
Application and Sharing :  

1.​ Through your transformed life in Jesus Christ, how can you reflect God’s glory to the 
world around you? 

2.​ For the 2026 vision of our church, ‘A Church that Experiences the Glory of God,’ What 
effort can you personally make?  

 
Prayer in Response to the Word :  

1.​ Let us discern the voice of the Spirit of life not to remain in bondage of guilt 
2.​ Let us enjoy the freedom given by the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus.
